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Swimming Officials Training in Middlesex.

As in any sport, organised competition could not function without the valued voluntary services of the officials.  We as a County have struggled to provide sufficient officials for some of our county events, a task made even more difficult when Licensing of meets requires qualified and registered officials.  To have insufficient numbers of officials is unfair to the swimmers.

The Middlesex County Swimming Officials Committee has now decided to run courses for officials on fixed set dates.  

Details of the courses are set out below.  Application forms for the training courses can be found on the British Swimming website.  Completed application forms and the relevant fee must be with Ralph Shortland before the date of the course, otherwise applicants will not be allowed to participate on the course.  Cheques must be made payable to “ASA”.

Courses for Judge Level 1, Judge Level 2, and Judge Level 2(S)

Unlike the old system of theory sessions followed by a theory examination and then a separate practical examination, the new system follows training laid out in a workbook for each course. This mixes both theory and practical sessions before a single assessment at the end of the course.  There are no formal examinations.  Cost of each course is £8 per person.

The courses are designed to be worked through sequentially, and so only one course should be applied for at a time.  All participants must be members of the ASA or IOS and the membership no. is to be shown on the application form.

Please note:  At peak times, the ASA take several weeks to issue membership numbers for new applicants.  Please allow sufficient time for obtaining your membership number. Without it, you cannot start a course.
